C-R13 and loadout bin B-R5 shall not exceed 4,000 TPH and 8,000,000 TPY.

The maximum quantity of refuse shipped from the Rocklick Preparation Plant via refuse conveyor C-R6 shall
not exceed 1,000 TPH and 6,000,000 TPY.
