On January 13, 2015, DuPont Washington Works submitted an application for a Class I
administrative update, R13-2330G, to remove laboratory hoods 200-S-211A, 200-S-21 1B, 200-
S-211C, 200-8-212A, 200-S-212B, 200-S-213A, 200-S-213B, 200-S-214A, and 200-S-214B
from R13-2330F. These units have already been transferred to R13-2381G. This was an error
in the issuance of R13-2330E where the removal was supposed to have taken place.
Additionally, the Laboratory Hood’s name has been changed from Research Laboratory Hood to
Development Laboratory Hood. There will be no change in overall emissions at this Facility as a
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result of this modification. As a result, the following changes were made:

1) Changes to the Emission Units Table in Section 1.0. The Emission Units Table has been

Condition 4.4.9 requires the Permittee to maintain a monthly record of specific pollutants
regulated and consumed by the hoods. Laboratory hoods 200-S-211A, 200-S-211B, 200-S-
211C, 200-8-212A, 200-S-212B, 200-S-213A, 200-S-213B, 200-S-214A, and 200-S-214B
have already been transferred to R13-2381H. The requirement will be changed as follows:

4.4.9. To demonstrate compliance with the emission limits associated with the “Development Reseaseh Lab
Hoods™, identified in Section 4.1.2, Tables 4.1.2(a) through 4.1.2(c) of this permit, the dev clopment
research facilities shall maintain a monthly record of the specific pollutants regulated and consumed by the
hoods. This monthly consumption record will also be included in an annual consumption report for the
Development Research Lab Hoods. This report shall document the amount of the chemicals regulated
under 45 CSR 27 and processed through the Development Research Lab Hoods under the control of
Development Researeh personnel.

4.12. Emissions of condensable volatile organic compounds with a boiling point greater than 120 °C
[PM(VOC)], solid particulate matter [PM(solids)], volatile organic compounds (VOC), carbon
monoxide (CO), and hazardous air pollutants (HAP), as identified below, shall not exceed the
