SUMMARY

CONE submitted PD15-077 on September 4, 2015. PD15-G77 was submitted to install a 0.5
MMBTU/hr water bath heater to prevent freezing of pipelines at the Measurement and
Regulation station that is experienced during pressure reduction of the line.

Emissions from the water bath heater were calculated by CONE using EPA AP-42 emission
factors. The following table represents the emissions associated with the 0.5 MMBTU/hr water

bath heater with a natural gas BTU rating of 1,050 BTU/scf:
