COMMENTS  

On-site at Freedom Industries AST release site @ ~ 1300 hrs. Partly sunny, temperature ~ 49°; SPSI workers on-site (SPSI employees 

include Gary Houseman & Chuck Devine) for water management and Areas 3&4 grading work. Kinder Tuckwiller of CORE also on-

site. Meeting with Matt Ford, LRS, Core Environmental and SPSI to discuss final capping plan and schedule.  

   

Matt arrivd on-site ~ 1330 hrs - walked to excavation area of site to view backfill progress. Also drove down to lower bench of site 

(collection trench area) to view backfill area and discuss backfill, grading and final capping. Significant water in pond at bottom of 

excavation area 4 - this is now naturally draining to collection trench. Still a slight MCHM odor in this area. Water level in the Elk 

River is up, but 10-15' below collection trench level.  

 

Drove back to office to discuss sequence of actions for capping the site. To construct a stable slope in area 4, a small portion of area 

1A, all of area 1B and areas 3 &4 will be sloped back towards Barlow Drive at a 3:1 slope. This will include a bench approximately 

halfway up the slope. This work will be completed from the top of the site down to the trench. CORE hopes to have this work 

completed by the end of this week. Water samples will be collected from the ponded water and the collection trench at the end of the 

week to compare to previous results. Clay capping material will be trucked in to the site beginning next week. Capping of the site, 

including installation of the clay cut-off wall on the eastern side of the trench at the base of the slope, will be conducted from the 

bottom up. The area of ponded water at the base of the slope will be dewatered and backfilled with clay. Core hopes to have the 

capping completed by March 11. A baseline sample from the collection trench will be collected the following week.
