The next step is to arrange a site visit by the OER Project Manager, | will
be the project manager for this site and you can contact me at any time to arrange the site visit. The LRS
for the applicant should arrange for a public repository to contain the application and documentation
discussing the extent and nature of any contamination at the site. You should contact the City Clerk’s
Office for the City of Charleston to determine if they want the documents in their office or in another
location, such as the local library, Once the site for the repository is established and the documents are in
place, the WVDEP will arrange for a press release and legal advertisement to be placed in the local media.
To help with this process, | am enclosing a checklist of information needed to complete the public notice.

Once you have completed the Public Repository, let me know and we will proceed with
publication of the public notice. The Voluntary Remediation Act suggests that a Voluntary Remediation
Agreement (VRA) should be negotiated within 31 days of the approval of the application. We can set a
date to meet and discuss the VRA during the site visit. A generic VRA is provided in Appendix 3B of Rule
60CSR3. The Office of Environmental Protection also has a second generic VRA (see attachment) The
applicant can use either of the generic VRA templates. We request that you do not make any changes to the
generic language of the templates.
